This month I’d like to discuss ASHRAE 90.1 a little. As
you are aware ASHRAE 90.1 2007 is now out officially.
This has several changes from 2004, if you’re interested
I can email a summary of changes to you. However,
what I’d like to discuss is how to comply or even exceed
ASHRAE 90.1. TI’ve recently done some energy mod-
eling for some LEED projects here in town and meeting
and beating 90.1 is a challenge.

First, realize that it takes a design team to do this. We
can’t do this on our own with super efficient mechanical
systems and lighting. The building envelope needs to be
stellar and the owner of the building needs to be engaged
in discussion about how to operate the building. We all
need to communicate. I can’t emphasize communication
enough.

Second, we have little control over the energy consumption
of the building. Most of this is determined by the occupant
load for people, ventilation, lighting and power. We can
do some things to save on lighting and for ventilation
energy recovery is a must. However, we need to coordinate
the building envelope design so we can downsize our
mechanical systems. Saving tonnage is big in saving
energy as most of you know.

Third, the glass is the heat load down here. And I’'m not
talking U-value as much as I am the Solar Heat Gain
Coefficient (SHGC). Limit the percentage of glass to
less than 40% and make sure the SHGC is less than .25
as required by 90.1 for the East, West and South facades.
If you’re looking for ways to exceed ASHRAE 1 will
simply say that you could have it made in the shade.
SHADE YOUR WINDOWS!!! There are projection
factor corrections and by having a .5 projection factor (a
3’ horizontal overhang above a 6° window) you get to
reduce your SHGC coefficient by almost 40%.

Finally, utilize systems that can exceed the efficiencies
required by ASHRAE 90.1. Be innovative about the
products you use as well. Use energy recovery, premium

efficiency and ECM motors, VSD’s and take advantage
of new technologies. If you have any recommendations
on systems that have worked well in Houston please let
me know or write up a brief article on what you have
done.

On April 5th there is an Energy Modeling for LEED
Workshop than many of you might be interested in. I
encourage you to register early as these workshops frequently
sell out.

Next month we will get back to the LEED system under
the EA points.
